Emily Janowick’s debut solo exhibition, O b s e s s i o n at Kate Werble transforms the gallery through a single artwork, a sculpture made of wooden ramps and active agriculture.
 
Janowick’s exhibition consists of 55 bright orange Home Depot buckets each with its own stalk of growing corn carefully placed inside 3 long plywood inclined planes. Beginning in early June, the start of the growing season of 2025, Janowick methodically planted the corn in succession, one week at a time, so as to reach a tiered system of different heights for the installation. Each bucket containing a single plant sits deliberately within its own circle, cut into the center of each ramp. The plants stretch out into a series of 3 lines, built down the center of the gallery’s 3 windows. They shake gently from air blowing from oscillating wall-mounted fans and continue to grow with ceiling mounted grow-lights. The leaves rustle, and while alive, the corn plants pollinate. Towards the end of the exhibition, in early October, the corn stalks will begin to die as they reach the end of the growing season.

Janowick’s show is uniquely American, creating a metaphor from the life cycle of the corn plants that extend beyond agriculture and American history. The sweet corn variety Janowick planted is called Obsession. It grows with a mixture of yellow and white kernels that are so tender the ears must be harvested by hand.


Emily Janowick (born Murray, KY) received a BFA from the University of Tennessee in Knoxville, TN, an MFA from Hunter College in New York, NY and attended Yale Norfolk in 2012. Janowick has held solo exhibitions at Foyer Gallery in Los Angeles, CA, International Waters in Brooklyn, NY, and Parent Company in New York, NY. Their work has been written about in The New York Times, ARTNews, ARTNET News, and Hyperallergic, among others. Group exhibitions in New York include Kate Werble Gallery, Foreign and Domestic, International Objects, and Ortega y Gasset. Her writing has been published in Peer Review, Funny Looking Dog Quarterly, Stone Highway Review, and Harpur Palate. She was a 2025 artist in residence at Shandaken: Storm King and will be the distinguished Windgate Artist in Residence at Purchase College in 2026. Janowick lives and works in Queens, New York.
